•Points race format: There are three intermediate sprints plus the final sprint in each 
race. Points are awarded 5-4-3-2-1 for the first five riders in each class in each 
intermediate sprint and 10-8-6-4-2 for the first five riders in each class in the final sprint.
•Series scoring: point total for each rider’s best five events; all classes but A receive one 
point per event for participation.  Classes: A, B, Masters 45+, Women, Juniors.
