Course: Start and finish is the intersection of Rainbow Road and the south-
side frontage road. Course goes 3.1 miles east on the south-side frontage
road, turns around just west of the Bannock Peak truck stop and casino,
and returns to finish at the same location as the start. Course is flat to
gently rolling with good chip seal and asphalt. .
